Outdoor Cooking

camp cooking requires a different set of rules and equipment then those that we use at home. Camp cooking can
be an activity in itself. Take some time to plan your meals and decide how you wish to prepare them. Outdoor
cooking involves quite a bit of skill and innovation but with a little practice and creativity you too can become an
"outdoor chef". Enjoy not only the food but the process of preparing it!

Below is a basic checklist for items you will need for your outdoor kitchen. Can you tell how many of these items
are NOT routinely stocked in our Troop Chuck Box? Add or remove items depending on the type of adventure you
will be doing and the type cooking you have planned. Having the proper equipment and supplies will make your
experience with camp cooking much more enjoyable.
