Our Troop trailer has served us well since ǘƘŜ мффлΩǎ.  When it was purchased, troop 141 had grown to the point 

that the existing open air trailer was no longer suitable for hauling all of the gear that was required on a campout.    

Before that, parents loaded gear into their vehicles.    Back then, there were not Chuck boxes, Easy Ups or Dutch 

ovens to be hauled to exotic places such as Camp Lawton, Camp Geronimo and Happy Valley.    

Today, we have 5 Chuck boxes (1 per patrol), and a variety of gear that adds up, more than 300 LBS per patrol 

(BEFORE PERSONAL GEAR IS COUNTED).    So, for a trailer that is rated at hauling 1,500 lbs of equipment, we are 

regularly over loading it to the point where the single axle wheels bow outwards.    The roads we travel on are 

dangerous with a correctly loaded trailer involving steep grades, sharp curves and mountain elevations.  Our high 

temperatures are certainly a factor on tire wear.
