Our Troop trailer has served us well sific& S m YWHen ©wias purchased, troop 141 had grown to the point

that the existing open air trailer was no longer suitable for hauling all of the gear that was required on a campout.
Before that, parents loaded gear into their vehicles. Back then, there were not Chuck boxes, Easy Ups or Dutch
ovens to be hauled to exotic places such as Camp Lawton, Camp Geronimo and Happy Valley.

Today, we have 5 Chuck boxes (1 per patrol), avatiaty of gear that adds ymnore than300 LBS per patrol
