If you are a Skier, or want to earn the Snow Sports Merit Badge, this is the trip for you!   We leave during Rodeo 
week and there is usually no one up at the slopes as ONLY TUCSON HAS THIS TIME OFF.   This trip can be a little 
pricy so here are the rates: 
 
I refer you to www.sunriseskipark.com for current information on the cost of lift tickets, rental equipment, and 
lessons.  
The MOST expensive cost for a scout (over age 12) 
would be if he wanted to snowboard for both days 
with a full day lesson.  That cost would look 
something like this: 
 
$98      - Thursday Lesson (morning & afternoon, 
includes lesson, lift ticket, and equipment) 
$42      - Friday lift ticket 
$40      - Friday equipment 
$12      - Both nights at the church 
$60      - Food for six meals  
$252    - Total 

 
The more average cost would be for a scout (over 
age 12) that just wants to ski for both days without a 
lesson, but with rental equipment.  That cost would 
look like: 
 
$84      - 2 day lift ticket 
$45      - 2 day ski equipment rental 
$12      - Both nights at the church 
$60      - Food for six meals 
$201    - Total 

 
A less expensive package would be for a scout, age 12 and under.  That would save about $35 on the lift tickets and 
ski equipment rentals. 
 
At least one dad caught me last night to explain that his son already had ski equipment and was an experienced 
skier.  In that case, the cost would only be: 
 
$84    -  2 day lift ticket (assuming over age 12) 
$12    -  Both nights at the church 
$60    -  Food for six meals 
$156  -  Total 
 
It's possible that we could negotiate a special group lift ticket price IF we had 
20 people or more buying lift tickets that are NOT part of a lesson package.  
(See how complicated this gets)!  In my experience, we need one adult to be 
responsible for handling the money for the lift tickets, one for the rental 
equipment, and one for the lessons.  It also helps to have one adult staying in 
the lodge as a "home base" so no scout ever feels "lost" on the mountain.   
We try to use the buddy system, skiing with two or more friends, but 
someone always ends up skiing alone from time to time. 
 
(The church fellowship hall will accommodate about 30 people without 
feeling cramped.  More, if necessary.  It is clean, has good heating, and 
separate mens & womens bathrooms, with showers.

Nearly all National Scout Associations throughout the world, 
celebrate this day as « Founder's Day ». It is considered a special 
day, as well as an opportunity to learn more about BP's life and his 
work. His Writings remain inspiring to many and incredibly on 
phase with our times.

scouts today than 40 years ago, but his spirit still lives on in all of you.    Enjoy some of 
his quotes below:   

 

"In all of this, it is the spirit that matters. Our Scout law and 
Promise, when we really put them into practice, take away all 
occasion for wars and strife among nations". 

 The aim in Nature study is to develop a realisation of God the 
Creator, and to infuse a sense of the beauty of Nature." 
 
Nature study is the key activity in Scouting and Guiding. 
 
The study of nature brings into a harmonious whole the question 
of the infinite, the historic and the microscopic as part of the Great 
Creator's work. And in these, sex and reproduction play an 
honoured part. 
 
The wonder to me of all wonders is how some teachers have 
neglected Nature study, this easy and unfailing means of 
education, and have struggled to impose Biblical instruction as the 
first step towards getting a restless, full-spirited boy to think of 
higher things. 
 
When a Wolf Cub hears the words "Nature study" his first thought 
is about school collections of dried leaves, but real Nature study 
means a great deal more than this; it means knowing about 
everything that is not made by man, but is created by God. 
 
Nature study should not be the mere formal class teaching of the 
school, but the interested pursuit of each individual girl in that 
branch of it which particularly appeals to her, through practical 
handling and dealing with it. 
 
The man who is blind to the beauties of Nature has missed half the 
pleasure of life. 
 
God has given us a world to live in that is full of beauties and 
wonders and He has given us not only eyes to see them but minds 
to understand them, if we only have the sense to look at them in 
that light. 
 

A Scout/Guide should save animals as far as possible from pain, 
and should not kill any animal unnecessarily, not even the smallest 
of God's creatures. 
 
By continually watching animals in their natural state one gets to 
like them too well to shoot them. The whole sport of hunting 
animals lies in the woodcraft of stalking them, not in the killing. 
 
An animal has been made by God just as you have been. He is 
therefore a fellowcreature. He has not the power of speaking our 
language, but can feel pleasure or pain just as we can, and he can 
feel grateful to anyone who is kind to him. 
 A Scout is always helpful to people who are crippled or blind or 
deaf and dumb; so he is good also to these dumb fellow-creatures 
of ours. 
 
As a Scout, you are the guardian of the woods. A Scout never 
damages a tree by hacking it with his knife or axe. It does not take 
long to fell a tree, but it takes many years to grow one, so a Scout 
cuts down a tree for a good reason only ς not just for the sake of 
using his axe. For every tree felled, two should be planted."
