If you are a Skier, or want to earn the Snow Sports Merit Badge, this is the trip for you!   We leave during Rodeo 
week and there is usually no one up at the slopes as ONLY TUCSON HAS THIS TIME OFF.   This trip can be a little 
pricy so here are the rates: 
 
.  I refer you to www.sunriseskipark.com for current information on the cost of lift tickets, rental equipment, and 
lessons.  
The MOST expensive cost for a scout (over age 12) 
would be if he wanted to snowboard for both days 
with a full day lesson.  That cost would look 
something like this: 
 
$98      - Thursday Lesson (morning & afternoon, 
includes lesson, lift ticket, and equipment) 
$42      - Friday lift ticket 
$40      - Friday equipment 

$12      - Both nights at the church 
$60      - Food for six meals  
$252    - Total 
 
The more average cost would be for a scout (over 
age 12) that just wants to ski for both days without a 
lesson, but with rental equipment.  That cost would 
look like:

$45      - 2 day ski equipment rental

A less expensive package would be for a scout, age 12 and under.  
That would save about $35 on the lift tickets and ski equipment 
rentals. 
 
At least one dad caught me last night to explain that his son 
already had ski equipment and was an experienced skier.  In that 
case, the cost would only be: 
 
$84    -  2 day lift ticket (assuming over age 12) 
$12    -  Both nights at the church 
$60    -  Food for six meals 
$156  -  Total 
 
It's possible that we could negotiate a special group lift ticket 
price IF we had 20 people or more buying lift tickets that are NOT 
part of a lesson package.  (See how complicated this gets)!  In my 
experience, we need one adult to be responsible for handling the 
money for the lift tickets, one for the rental equipment, and one 
for the lessons.  It also helps to have one adult staying in the 
lodge as a "home base" so no scout ever feels "lost" on the 
mountain.   We try to use the buddy system, skiing with two or 
more friends, but someone always ends up skiing alone from 
time to time. 
 
(The church fellowship hall will accommodate about 30 people 
without feeling cramped.  More, if necessary.  It is clean, has 
good heating, and separate mens & womens bathrooms, with 
showers.

Please read this letter that Mike Rowe of !Ǫ%ȭÓ "Dirty Jobs" fame wrote 
to an Eagle scout.  Although the letter was written to a Life scout 
named "Kelby" just substitute your name wherever his name is written  
 

"Kelby, 

 

"Your dad asked me to drop you a line and say something inspirational that 

might persuade you to dig down deep and find the determination to make 

the rank of eagle scout. It's a reasonable request, from a father who obviously  

wants to see his son succeed. But here's the thing. The Eagle Award is not 

really meant for people who need to be dragged across the finish line. It's 

meant for a select few, and I have no idea if you have the guts to see it 

through. 

 

"Statistically, I suspect you do not. Only one out of a hundred Scouts make Eagle, so if you fail, there will be lots of 

other people with whom you can share excuses. Quitting now might disappoint your dad, but I doubt that he or 

anyone else will be overly surprised. Anytime 99 out of 100 people do the same thing, it's not exactly a shock. 

 

"I'm not trying to be cute with a bunch of reverse psychology. When I was 15, there was nothing that anyone could 

have said to me that would have inspired me to do something I didn't want to do, especially a stranger with a TV 

show. Show I'm not going to assume you're any different or pretend that I have some influence or insight that you 

haven't already hard from a dozen other people who actually know you and care about you. I'll just tell you 

straight up that doing something extraordinary can be very lonely, and most people simply aren't cut out for it.

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Being an Eagle Scout requires you to be different than most everyone around you, and being 

different is really, really hard. That's why the award is called "an accomplishment." 

 

"Personally, and for what it's worth, the best decisions I've made in my own life 

are those isions that put me on the outside of being cool. 

 

"Singing in the opera, working in home shopping, starring in the school play when 

the entire football team laughed at me, and especially earning my Eagle were all 

choices that required sacrifice, hard work, and delayed gratification. I have no 

idea if you possess those qualities or even envy them. But I can tell you for certain 

that not getting your Eagle will be one of the easiest things you've ever done. 

 

"Whatever you decide to do, Kelby, it's important to remember that the decision 

is yours. Not your Dad's, not your friend's, and not your Scoutmaster's. And you'll 

own that decision for the rest of your life.
