Fir st Aid mer it badge/CPRtr aining (APRIL 10)

The First Aid merit badge will be offered on Saturday April 10 at Tanque Verde Lutheran Church (room TBA). This
is a great merit badge for all newly crossed over scouts to earn. Please see troop calendar for additional details.
The class is scheduled to start at 8:30 AM and last until 2 or 3 PM. All scouts who are taking the merit badge
should bring the following:

1. Snack and lunch (remember the church is a peanut-free campus)

2. An approximate 6-foot long pole and large blanket to construct a stretcher

3. Two short (1-2 foot poles) for splints

4. Two neckerchief sized cloths to tie splints and bandages

5. A personal first aid kit (bring one from home--this is the item most scouts forget and then do not get
the merit badge that day)

All who register for the merit badge will automatically be signed up for CPR training. If you are interested in CPR
training only that class will start around 10 AM and last until approximately 12 noon. Itis really beneficial to the
troop to have as many adults as possible trained in CPR. The cost is $20 for CPR training (please make check out to
"Troop 141"). CPR training with the Red Cross costs $65 so we are getting quite a discount. Those who are taking
the merit badge have to pay for the CPR as well. The deadline for sign-up for CPR is Monday April 5 so the
instructor knows how many mannequins to bring. To sign up please see Mr. Winston at a meeting or contact him
via email (treasurer@scouttroop141.org).

Camp Ger onimo

The final payments for Camp Geronimo are due April 28. If you have not turned in your merit badge request sheet
please do so ASAP. We will get to sign-up a week earlier this year because Ms. Phillips went to the Camp
Geronimo meeting in Phoenix. (Please give her a big thank you for this.)

Now is the time to get your scout's physical exam form completed. Remember that you have to download the new
form and last year's physical form can not be used. If your scout does not have a physical form on file, your scout
will not get to go to camp (and you will lose your $55 deposit fee). You can turn in your physical form, merit badge
sheet and payments to Mr. Winston. Mr. Winston is planning on attending every Monday meeting except March
29.

MEDICAL FORMS from 2009
Mr. Winston has the physical forms from Camp Geronimo 2009. Because of the new BSA regulations these forms

are not valid for any BSA camps in 2010. Mr. Winston will shred these documents at the end of March 2010 unless
you contact him via email before then.

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TRAILER REPLACEMENT:

Mr . Obrien has started getting Raffle Ticke ts!

Our Troop trailer has served us well since i K S m Whpmitvas purchased, troop 141 had grown to the point
that the existing open air trailer was no longer suitable for hauling all of the gear that was required on a campout.
Before that, parents loaded gear into their vehicles. Back then, there were not Chuck boxes, Easy Ups or Dutch
ovens to be hauled to exotic places such as Camp Lawton, Camp Geronimo and Happy Valley.

Today, we have 5 Chuck boxes (1 per patrol), and a variety of gear that adds up, more than 300 LBS per patrol
(BEFORE PERSONAL GEAR IS COUNTED). So, for a trailer that is rated at hauling 1,500 Ibs of equipment, we are
regularly over loading it to the point where the single axle wheels bow outwards. The roads we travel on are
dangerous with a correctly loaded trailer involving steep grades, sharp curves and mountain elevations. Our high
temperatures are certainly a factor on tire wear.

That being said, we have four courses we can take:

1. Continue risk it as we have and load the trailer to capacity

2. Continue with the current trailer but limit the gear a patrol can take to just the minimum (Tents, Mess
kits, Sleeping bags, water and limit cooking to open fires)

3. Have parents haul more gear in their vehicles

4. Replace the trailer with a larger capacity one. (new or Used)

There are implications to every one of these choices. As Scoutmaster, | cannot support option 1 ¢ as we are
placing the trailer puller and any scouts that are riding in the tow vehicle in danger. Option 2 is how | used to do

BSA is trying to do nowadays). Option three is unreliable at best and Option 4 will be expensive. (About $2,500 -
$4,000 for a double axle trailer. ) There is value in the old trailer for a smaller troop or Pack to offset the cost of a
new/used larger trailer.

This kind of issue is exactly what the Troop committee exists for to support the troop and to solve problems like
this. We can have fundraisers, donation drives, or whatever, if the fourth path is what we choose. If you would
like to be part of the discussion:

The Troop committee has indeed decided to replace he trailer
with one caveat ¢ we can@drain the troop checking account
completely so we will be doing a FUNDRAISER to raffle offa TV
set. We have to sell 10 Tickets apiece to get a larger better
trailer. Wedl talk about this on Monday. Mr. Rencken is
spearheading the fundraiser. .

Help the Troop Committee
Providing support for a boy-run Troop is a lot of work, and while we have a great group of parents serving on the

Committee. That is why all parents are invited to be members of the Troop Committee and are encouraged to
attend meetings. Registered Adult Members are also needed to serve on Boards of Review (the final step in rank
advancement for a Scout).

Be a Merit Badge Counselor

BSA offers over 100 merit badges. Each merit badge covers a specialized area of interest. Adults with an expertise
or interest in covered merit badge areas are needed to guide interested boys through those requirements. See the
Troop Merit Badge coordinator to sign up.

Encourage participation

An important aspect of Scouting is to get the boys within each Patrol to work together to accomplish objectives.
Before each campout, the Patrols plan meals, duty rosters, and activities such as campfire skits. On the trips, the
Patrols carry out those plans. A boy can benefit from the program only if he plays an active role in his Patrol. An
active role implies regular attendance at meetings and outings. Help your son to be active. Encourage him to keep
dates open for Troop activities. A Scout that is in a Leadership position must make an even greater commitment to
Troop activities.

Help with fund raising

The Troop portion of the annual recharter fee is not sufficient to cover the entire cost of running the Troop. Money
paid for each activity goes toward the direct cost of the activity. The Troop also needs money for equipment,
supplies, and other expenses. Each year, the troop will conduct one or more fundraising events that will require
the participation of the boys and their families. Some fundraising events will include opportunities for Scouts to
earn money for a personal savings account within the Troop treasury for outings and summer camp.

We have TWO fundraisers going right now.

Come on outings

Parents are welcome on camping trips and activitiest we can always use a little extra help. If you want to bring
younger siblings, please check with the tour leader in advance to be sure it is appropriate.

Provide transportation

When we go camping, we need to bring the boys, their gear, and lots of troop equipment. We hope that every
family will offer to drive at least one way for two or three trips per year. On longer trips, such as to summer camp,
the Troop will collect gas money from the Scouts to help defray your expenses.
