Your Scout handbook is your guide to skills, tasks and events that must happen between the 

rank you are at now, and the rank you will be.    It is up to YOU to get these items signed off in 

your book.    

Who signs me off?   

It is the patrol leader’s job to spend time with you teaching you the skills you need to advance 

in rank, and sign off on these items.  The Troop guides are also an important source of 

information and sign off help.    If you don’t get help from these two sources, please see your 

Assistant Senior Patrol Leaders (Jacob Hussey, and Danny Siepker) or our Troop Senior Patrol 

Leader Paul Hein, for immediate assistance.   Once you have talked to all of these scout leaders 

and you still are having difficulty getting signed off, please see Mr. Long for assistance.

Be prepared to answer about any of the skills signed off in the book.   These conferences 

MUST be scheduled in advance with Mr. Lochner or Mr. Vita (Advancement chair, and 

incoming Advancement chair) 

2) The board of review – We also need to schedule three adult leaders to review what 

your experience in the troop is like.   The board doesn’t have to review all of the skills in 

your handbook, (Because that already happened in the scoutmaster conference).   

What Else must I do? 

That’s IT!  Once you complete these two steps, your rank advancement is official as of the date 

of your Board of Review.     

 

When do I get my badge? 

Badges are always presented at the court of honor.  The next COA is scheduled in December.   

There are TWO rank advancement nights planned between now and then so everyone will get a 

chance to earn their rank.
