Mr. Rencken will be hosting two upcoming Merit Badges that are closely related. The first class is the

Law Merit Badge on October 13, 2009. This class will involve participation in the Tuesday presentation
and a tour of two courts on October 16, 2009.

The classroom portion on October 13, 2009 will start at 6:30pm (IN LINDER HALL) and will include a

PowerPoint presentation to help complete the worksheet. This class will be at Tanque Verde Lutheran

Church. Students should bring with them a pen or pencil. Students should wear their class “B”
uniforms.

The court presentation on October 16, 2009 will require the Scouts to wear their class “A”
